GROWING MINDS PRESCHOOL is a tuition-
based program operated by the Community 
Education Department. Growing Minds has a 
main site as well as satellite sites at Freedom 
Traditional Academy, and Marley Park. Visit

DEVELOPMENTAL PRESCHOOL provides 
special education services to students with an 
Individualized Education Plan (IEP) in an inclusive 
setting. 

PEER ROLE MODEL PRESCHOOL is a program 
for typically developing children to serve an 
important role in the classroom alongside 
students with developmental disabilities. Tuition 
is charged at non-Title I schools.

If you are the parent of a preschool child or know of a preschool child with suspected developmental 
delays, residing within the boundaries of the Dysart Unified School District, you’re eligible for a free Child 
Find screening.  Suspected delays may be evidenced in the areas of communication, cognition, behavior, 
physical, auditory, visual and/or sensory development. Free screenings and/or diagnostic evaluations 
help determine those children eligible for special education services. For details and a complete list of 
screening dates throughout the year, visit Dysart.org/ChildFind or call 623-876-7022 and select option #2.

The Parent Portal is a great tool to stay informed 24/7 about your child’s academic progress. Grades, 
attendance, assignments and more are viewable in real time online or via the app, Campus Parent. A 
single login allows parents with multiple students to access information for all of their children in one 
place. 

To make sure that we can keep you informed in emergency situations, please ensure that your contact 
information is current in the Parent Portal. You are also able to adjust your communication preferences 
(phone, text, and/or email) at Dysart.org/ParentPortal or on the Campus Parent app to ensure you are getting 
the various message types in the way that you would like. Remember that if you select more than one type of 
communication per category, you will receive the message multiple times via each of those avenues.

SCHOOL SAFETY
The safety and security of our students is our highest priority, and Dysart Schools have a 
comprehensive plan in place to support this important focus, which includes:

•	 Strong partnerships with local law enforcement and first responders, including School Resource 
Officers (SRO) at middle/high schools and a new district Safety Coordinator.

•	 Threat Assessment Teams on each campus to investigate potential threats to individuals or the 
campus, including reporting to law enforcement as needed.

•	 Planned practice drills and staff training throughout the year.
•	 School Safety Committees on each campus to discuss and plan facility safety, bullying, 

discipline, and emergency response procedures.
•	 Specific safety protocols in place for each type of emergency response: 

evacuation, lockdown, modified lockdown, shelter in place. 
•	 Single point of entry for visitors, and required sign-in through the front office.
•	 Online Safe Report or Safe Schools hotline to report concerns to at 

Dysart.org/SafeReport or 623-876-7009.
Dysart Schools regularly review and evaluate protocols and safety plans for 
necessary updates and opportunities for improvements.

Beginning July 1, 2022 the USDA is returning to 
income eligibility guidelines for free or reduced 
meals. All families should complete a Free and 
Reduced Lunch Application at SchoolCafe.com to 
help maintain school funding and make sure that 
qualified families receive this and other benefits. 
Only one application is required per family, and 
may be completed at SchoolCafe.com. 

Cash and checks are accepted for 
meal purchases, or families may utilize 
SchoolCafe.com to prepay for meals online, 
view their balances, or place restrictions on 
purchases. Online payments take 24 hours 
to post to student accounts.  

As part of the National School Lunch and 
Breakfast programs, Dysart schools offer 
meals for free or at a reduced price to those 
that qualify. We encourage every district 
family to complete and return an application 
each year. Only one application is required 
per family.

A la carte and snack items are available for purchase on each campus, and additional meals are available for 
an added charge. Parents are always welcome to dine with their child, but please be sure to call in advance 
and check-in at the school office. Adult meals may be purchased for $1.75 for breakfast or $3.50 for lunch.
