At Dysart, we are working to offer innovative programs for all, including new classes and online 
curriculum, career and technical education programs, college-prep, and much more. 

We are excited that each of our schools are developing new signature programs to respond to 
the needs of the community, and we’re implementing new curriculum. In science, freshmen will 
now have multiple courses to choose from, and K-8 students will utilize a new book that focuses 
on the 5E Model of Inquiry.  For social studies, classes will focus on what it means to be a civic, 
economic, geographic, and historically literate student.  In English, curriculum will allow middle 
and high school students to delve deeper into writing pieces, and high school seniors will have 
the option of taking either contemporary or British literature.

Additionally, we have expanded our iSchool high school online course offerings, allowing 
students the flexibility to advance, catch-up, or explore subjects further. Dysart is proud to 
engage students in a variety of ways to provide meaningful learning opportunities for all.



Growing Minds Preschool is a new option for the community that will open July 15, 2019.  
Available for children ages 2-5, the preschool will focus on core academic areas as well as the 
arts and athletics.  Creative expression and physical play will be embedded in all activities with a 
hands-on learning experience that ensures children will love to learn and grow.

Half-day and full-day, fee-based options are available with year-round hours of operation, 
including school breaks, from 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.

The Growing Minds Preschool experience will advance cognitive development and cultivate 
social and emotional development, building respect, resilience, teamwork, optimism, innovation, 
and self-esteem through positive interactions with classmates and teachers.  The Creative 
Curriculum will follow the Arizona Early Learning State Standards, allowing a child to initiate his 
or her own learning experience.
